
 Transportation by any other name... is 

just transportation.  One of the things as mis-

sionaries that Sherry and I have been adjusting 

to is the issue of getting to where we need to go 

without a car.  

In a Central 

American coun-

try, such as 

Costa Rica, it is 

not out of the 

ordinary not to 

own a car.  

Many people take city buses, walk, or ride 

bikes.  Although there are many cars here in the 

Metropolitan area of San Jose, they are very 

expensive to own and operate.  The price of 

gasoline here is somewhere $5 - $6/gal and the 

average income is much lower than in the U.S.  

Therefore, even if someone owns a car they 

donôt always drive it because of the cost. 

 While we are still in language school 

we do as the people do.  In other words, we 

walk, take the bus, or even share a taxi cab with 

other missionaries when we get the chance.  

This has been an interesting and educational 

experience.  One must 

consider issues such as 

time, the weather, and 

safety before making a 

decision on a mode of 

transportation.  In the 

rainy season, such as 

now, it is even more of a 

challenge because we 

often find ourselves 

soaked before we get to 

our destination.  The local buses usually cost 

anywhere from $ .30 to $ .60 which isnôt bad at 

all.  However, we have also come to understand 

that being patient is not an American virtue.  

Even for a short trip to 

the grocery store, one 

must consider the time 

required to walk each 

direction or the time 

spent waiting on the 

correct bus. 

  Nevertheless, 

this transportation ex-

perience has allowed us to meet many people 

as well as understand how they live.  It is also 

wonderful to consider how God never wastes 

time.  Even in times of transit God can be 

found and, if we are 

attentive enough, 

we may even hear 

His voice or even 

the voice of some-

one else who is in 

need of Him.   

 God is working in our midst and re-

sponding to the prayers of His people.  The 

Bible study that many of you have been pray-

ing for has begun to grow.  If you remember 

the last time we 

wrote, Sherry and I 

asked you to pray 

for an outreach 

function that we 

were planning.  

Our hope was that 

we could put to-

gether a birthday 

celebration for a 

member of the family where we have been 

meeting weekly for Bible study.  This of course 

would also give 

us a way to 

meet some of 

the family, 

friends and 

neighbors of 

this Nicaraguan 

couple.    

 

 In doing this and through your 

prayers, God has blessed us greatly.  We had an 

attendance of 23 people counting children.  

This was ex-

tremely exciting 

for us and we 

spent most of 

the evening 

making new 

friendships as 

well as inviting 

people to our 

weekly home Bible study.  During the fellow-

ship we were able to read a couple verses of 

scripture and have a time of prayer.  When it 

was all said and done, several of the people 

committed to join-

ing us for our Bible 

study the next 

week. 

 We con-

tinued to pray 

about this as well 

as focus on follow-

up.  The next week 

Sherry baked some ba-

nana bread and we began 

to visit the new homes 

that we had made con-

tact with.  As a result of 

all of this six new Nica-

raguans have begun to attend the Bible study 

bringing us to a total of nine in attendance, not 

including the missionaries.   

 We praise God for this growth and 

thank you for your prayers.  Please continue to 

remember us in your prayers as we teach Godôs 

word and share the 

Gospel with these 

people.  Specifically 

pray for the new 

attendees: Violeta, 

Angela, Cynthia, 

Jeny and Gloria...To 

God be the glory!!!
