In some 

ways we are looking forward to completing this 

part of our training so that we can move on to 

the work among our people group in Puebla, 

Mexico, but in other ways we wish we had 

more time to better learn the Spanish language.  

We are 

quickly be-

ginning to 

realize that it 

will take 

much longer 

than a year to 

be fluent and 

we often wonder if we will truly be ready for 

the work God has set before us there. 

However, we have often asked our-

selves the question, what is ñreadyò?  What 

does it really mean to be ñreadyò?  Does one 

ever feel ñreadyò for a work that we already 

know that we are inadequate to fulfill in our 

own strength and wisdom?  Can readiness to 

serve the Lord be an ever elusive point, goal, or 

state of being which impedes us from faithful 

service to a more than faithful and adequate 

God?   As I think about this issue, I am often 

reminded of the parable of the talents and en-

couraged to be faithful with the one talent that 

we may have.  It would be nice to have two or 

five talents (i.e. 2 or 5 years of Spanish under 

our belt) but  we do not.  The fact is, God uses 

faithfulness.  The Bible is full of such awesome 

examples of this very truth. 

Please pray for

the talents and 

abilities he has 

already seen fit 

to give us in 

order to bring 

others to Christ 

Jesus.  We also pray that you, our faithful 

prayer supporters, will do the same there where 

you are.

By 

our second 

meeting, God 

had already 

blessed us with 

upwards of thir-

teen people 

including 

Sherry and I, who began to meet together in 

order to study Godôs word and worship.  One 

of the family members, Jasmina, (the niece of 

Zaida) brought her husband, Pascual, and their 

2 children Jasmin (6) and Sarita (3).  In addi-

tion, 3 neighbors have begun to attend: Ana, 

Carlos, and 

Virginia. 

We ask that 

you pray 

for all of 

these peo-

ple.  A few 

of these people have a personal relationship 

with God but others do not.  They do not attend 

church anywhere and for some of them it is the 

first time they have read the Word of God for 

themselves.  

Please pray 

that God 

will con-

tinue to 

draw them 

to Himself 

and that they will soon make a decision to ac-

cept Him as their Savior and Lord. Pray that 

God will give us the wisdom to lead these Bi-

ble studies and that they will grow in number 

as we try to reach the 

lost for Christ.   Also, 

continue to pray that 

God will allow us to 

start additional Bible 

studies in the area.
