Sherry and I have 

three classes, Spanish 

Conversation, Spanish 

Phonetics, and Spanish 

Grammar.  Each of 

these classes is very challenging and all of 

them are taught in Spanish.  No English is al-

lowed unless you are looking for trouble, (at 

least so we’ve heard :-)  After, four mind ex-

panding hours of class we spend the afternoon 

and evening completing 

homework assignments, 

studying for tests, and prac-

ticing our Spanish.  Most 

days, we spend anywhere 

from 5 to 6 hours studying. 

     The road to learning Spanish is not an easy 

one.  It takes much time and discipline to learn 

a second language.  Our preparation includes 

talking in Spanish with conversation partners, 

listening to Spanish media, and reading Span-

ish periodicals, books, as well as the Bible.   

     In addition to this, Sherry and I meet twice a 

week with a Spanish language tutor, which we 

have hired to help us progress in our ability to 

speak Spanish.  Let me assure you, it is a very 

difficult task to get the “gringo out of your 

lingo.”  Nevertheless, we are very grateful for 

the opportunity God has given us to learn Span-

ish and look forward to using this ability to 

bring glory to God 

by making the 

name of Jesus 

known among the 

people of Central

U. S. where most 

people have a 

Bible or two, many of the people here do not 

own one.  As a result, our missionary mentors 

here have even gone as far as purchasing Bibles 

for use in their home study groups.  Each night, 

the Bibles are distributed for use and then col-

lected again for use in other Bible studies. 

 It has been a remarkable experience to 

see people interact with and relate to a specific 

Bible story for the very first time.  In some 

cases, even to read the Word of God for the 

very first time with their very own eyes.  The 

experience is almost indescribable when God’s 

word, the living word of God, takes on mean-

ing and life in the hands of someone sitting 

before you.  

It is literally, 

God speak-

ing into the 

life and soul 

of the very 

person he 

died to save.  

 Unmistakably, this is not just another 

self-help book, but the very truth of God is 

evidenced as people begin to respond even af-

ter hearing its contents for the very first time.  

Let me ask you a question.  Are you still 

moved by the very words of God as you read 

them?  Do you still believe that they are the 

very words of life unto salvation for a lost and 

dying world?  Please pray with us that the truth 

of God’s word would be taken to every man, 

woman, and child here in Central America.
