HOME SWEET HOME!  Praise the Lord!  

We have found a house in Puebla, Mexico.  

Those of you who are OSU fans, there in Okla-

homa, will be very happy with the color of our 

house.  As a matter of fact, the only thing it is 

missing is a Pistol Pete.  If youôre an OU fan, 

you may want to pray a little harder for us! In 

all seriousness, we are very happy to finally 

have a place to call home and it has been a 

blessing to be able to finally unpack our suit-

cases.  As you can see, it is a very nice little 

house and it is located in a friendly neighbor-

hood very close to our people group.  The 

streets are lined with little Mexican homes that 

have adjoining 

walls.  Very 

few, if any of 

them, have what 

we consider 

lawns (front or 

back) however 

many of them 

do boast of a 

small flower garden of some sort.  Needless to 

say, Sherry has big plans for our little flower 

garden in the back of the house.   

 Another beautiful aspect about where 

we live, is that we can see the active volcano 

Popocatépetl from 

our house.  A cou-

ple of weeks ago it 

snowed on the vol-

cano and left us a 

very picturesque 

view from the roof 

of our house.   

 There are a few other interesting 

things we have learned about the houses in 

Mexico that are different from those in the U.S.  

For instance, the water supply for our house is 

on the roof and the water pressure is a result of 

gravity.  Every morning we get up, turn on the 

water pump outside of our house and wait for 

the tank on 

the roof to fill 

with wateré

being very 

careful not to 

forget to turn 

it off so that it 

doesnôt flood 

our roof with 

water.   Then we turn on the little hot water 

heater and let it heat for about 20 min.  Once 

again, being sure to turn it off when we have 

finished getting ready for the day.  By the way, 

the gas for the house is propane and also re-

sides in a tank on the roof.  The gas truck usu-

ally comes through our neighborhood on a 

daily basis and we will need to have it filled at 

least once every two months.  This will allow 

us to have hot water and the ability to cooké

Praise the Lord!  Another interesting note is 

that most of the houses in Puebla, Mexico do 

not have heating or air-conditioning.  That 

means, when the temperature drops down into 

the 40s here, so does your house.  Needless to 

say, Sherry has been dressing warmly and 

wrapping herself in blankets on the colder days. 

 Getting settled into our new home has 

also been a full-time job the last couple of 

weeks.  To begin with, we installed 2 toilets, 2 

sinks, 3 faucets, a shower head and a hot water 

heater.  Furthermore, since we didnôt have any-

thing to our name, we began shopping for eve-

rything from silverware and dishes to furniture 

and appliances.  Last week, we received a sofa, 

a couple chairs, and we put in an order with a 

local rustic furniture maker for dining room 

table and chairs.  We are looking forward to 

having a furnished house in the next couple of 

weeks, in which we can begin to start entertain-

ing and ministering to nationals. 

 On the ministry front, we have begun 

to meet with nationals to learn more about the 

people and city of Puebla.  We have been ask-

ing questions on everything from where to buy 

food to where to get medical care.  They, along 

with some of our new missionary friends here, 

have been a wealth of knowledge and have 

made our transition much easier.  One such 

contact is Señor Tereso.  He is the plumber 

who helped us with the work on our house.  I 

would like you to begin to pray for him.  He 

does not attend church anywhere and does not 

have a personal relationship with Christ.  

 In addition to all of this, we have been 

visiting some of the small Baptist churches 

here in the area in order to meet the pastors and 

their congregations.  This has been a real bless-

ing to have the opportunity to worship with 

them as well as see their work.  One such 

church is Koinania Baptist Church.  They are 

currently ministering among our target people 

group, the lower income Mexican population.  

Although their building is humble their heart 

for the Lord is great.  Please keep them in your 

prayers as we seek opportunities to work with 

this church in the future harvest.
