72460 MEXICO 

So where does 

that crazy Ben-

nett family live 

anyway?!?  It 

is often difficult 

for the people 

back home to 

visualize where 

their missionaries are actually living and serv-

ing.  However, we ask you please not to fall 

prey to the old cliché, ñout of sight out of 

mind.ò  We need you, so letôs try to bring you 

a little closer to Puebla, Mexico by telling you 

more about our city, its history and its people. 

 The city of Puebla is the capital city of 

the State of Puebla and is located in central 

Mexico about 80 miles southeast of Mexico 

City. It sits at an amazing altitude of 7,093 feet 

above sea level in the foothills of the Sierra 

Madre Oriental where mountains and volca-

noes dot the landscape of this beautiful city. 

 In contrast to the belief that all of 

Mexico is a hot, flat desert, Puebla enjoys an 

ideal climate with almost perfect weather year-

round.  Temperatures in Puebla hover around 

70-80° F during the day, with cooler tempera-

tures at night (around 40 - 50° F).  Although 

the city does experience a rainy season from 

May-October, the showers are usually limited 

to the afternoon hours.  The city is said to enjoy 

95% sunshine 

and a wonder-

fully long dry 

season, how-

ever this also 

accounts for 

the somewhat arid environment here. 

 Puebla is truly a modern city, but with 

a rich history and beauty. The city was founded 

by the Spanish conquistadors on April 16th, 

1531 as the first city in Central Mexico with 

the name of Puebla de Los Angeles (City of the 

Angels).  According 

to legend, angels 

laid rope across the 

empty land to indi-

cate where the citys 

principle streets and 

buildings should lie. 

 However, 

Puebla actually was one of the first cities in 

Mexico planned out by a Spanish city designer, 

rather than being built upon an existing Indian 

community.  To this day, despite incorporating 

some native Mexican elements in its designs, 

Puebla is said to be the most European-looking 

of the Spanish colonial cities.  Although mod-

ern Puebla is highly industrialized, its historic 

downtown re-

mains a Spanish-

colonial treasure 

filled with 17th 

and 18th century 

European archi-

tecture and art. 

 Puebla is 

now the fourth largest city in Mexico and 

claims a population of somewhere between 2 

and 3 million inhabitants.  It is a major metro-

politan area with an extremely large infrastruc-

ture.  

One can 

easily 

find the 

sky 

scrapers, 

major 

interstates, large corporations, malls, shopping 

centers, restaurants and movie theaters that are 

found in any major western metropolitan city. 

 Like most cities of this size, there are 

also a diverse number of economic classes rep-

resented.  However, there is certainly a much 

greater disparity between the classes of people 

in Mexico than in the United States.  It is not 

uncommon to see abject poverty within 10 

minutes of a middle class or upper class com-

munity.  The rich and middle class own multi-

ple vehicles and live in gated communities of 

modern and nicely decorated homes while the 

ñpopular 

classò (poor), 

which is the larg-

est class of people  

in Mexico, strug-

gle to find decent 

jobs, feed their 

families,  provide 

adequate shelter 

and clean water. 

 The popular class is the people group 

that Sherry and I are now beginning to work 

with here in Puebla, Mexico.  It is an extremely 

large number of people with many social and 

economic needs.  However, their greatest need 

is a personal relationship with our Lord and 

Savior Jesus Christ.  As Sherry and I have be-

gun to investigate and learn more about the city 

and people of 

Puebla, we 

have been 

starkly re-

minded of the 

words of Je-

sus in Mat-

thew 9:37-38, ñThen He said to His disciples, 

óThe harvest is plentiful, but the workers are 

few.  Therefore beseech the Lord of the harvest 

to send out workers into His harvest.ô" 

 Please pray for us as we seek to find 

where God would have us to start our work and 

that we will find nationals who are willing to 

work along side 

us in the harvest.  

Also, pray that 

many people will 

come to know 

Jesus and many 

churches will be 

planted here in 

Puebla.
