As a result of this work, we have 

begun to focus on the Southern side of the 

City  of Puebla as a part of our strategy.  This 

area of the city contains one of the largest 

sections of popular class people (lower in-

come) in the city of Puebla. It is our hope and 

prayer to be able to work along side of some 

of the small Baptist churches in this area to 

start new works.  We would like to share with 

you the names and pictures of some of them 

so that you can begin to pray with us for the 

work here in Puebla. 
In addition to this, Sherry and I have 

several ministry meetings planned for the 

month of April in other areas of Mexico.  

Sherry and I will be traveling to 

the City of León 7 hrs. north of us 

on April 7 th to discuss strategy 

issues with another missionary 

couple.  Then on April 16th  I (Scott) will 

leave for a cell church planting seminar held 7 

hrs. south of us in a city called Villahermosa.  

The Lord willing, I will be taking 4 other na-

tionals with me who are interested in pursuing 

a cell church model. Please be in prayer for 

these meetings as well as our safety during 

this time.

It is 

true, it isnôt Mexican food to a Mexican it is 

just simply what mom is cooking. 

 Nevertheless, Mexican food is as 

diverse as the Mexican people themselves, 

taking on the tantalizing fla-

vor of its 

amazing cul-

ture.  Draw-

ing from the 

influences of 

its indigenous 

Mayan and 

Aztec roots, the Spanish/

Middle Eastern flavor of the 

conquistadors, and the beau-

tiful costal and Caribbean 

peoples along its shores, 

Mexican food exudes a fla-

vor and a flare that few other 

cultures can claim. 

 It is a wonderful blend of infused 

foreign ingredients such as rice, beef, pork, 

chicken, wine, garlic and onions and the native 

foods of pre-Columbian Mexico which in-

cluded tomatoes, beans, chocolate, corn, va-

nilla, avocado, papaya, pineapple, peppers, 

squash, sweet potato, peanut, fish and turkey.

How many 

snacks in the U.S. can 

you say that about :-)?
