
The Swine Flu has not 

only affected the lives of the peo-

ple of Mexico it has also taken its 

toll on ministry.  On a more per-

sonal level, the arrival of our newest team members, 

the Woods family, has 

been delayed.  Please 

pray for them while 

they wait on the travel 

restrictions for Mexico 

to be lifted.  

Furthermore, many 

churches have ceased 

from congregating and doing any sort of  ministry.  

However, there are others such as the Pastors of 

Hananeel Baptist church who have seen this as an 

opportunity from God. 

If you all will remember, I had mentioned 

that I would be attending a cell church conference 

with several brothers from a local Baptist church.  

Well, that church was 

Hananeel.  It was a great 

time of bonding, 

planning, 

and hoping 

as we at-

tended 

classes, 

prayed and 

discussed 

the mission 

of their 

church.  And although I 

left the conference with 

the impression that the 

brothers were certainly 

moved to act on what 

they had heard, I hadnôt 

yet understood to what 

extent God had begun to work in them.  

At the beginning of this week, it looked as 

if there would be no public services held throughout 

the City of Puebla.  Like many other believers here 

Sherry and I decided we would worship God this 

Sunday within the confines of our own home.  Nev-

ertheless, as many of you know, Godôs ways are 

certainly not our ways and while everyone else in 

Mexico was shutting down God had just begun to 

work.   

Early in the day on Thursday, I received a 

call from one of the pastors from Hananeel.  He 

wanted to meet with me.  When he arrived, he 

quickly and excitedly began to tell me how they saw 

the Swine Flu outbreak and resulting restrictions as 

an opportunity from God.  It was on this very basis 

they had decided to encourage the church to divide 

into 19 groups and meet in their homes this Sunday. 

That night they had their very first cell 

group training.  It was attended by all those who 

would be leading a cell.  The pastor shared the les-

son with 

them 

from Acts 

2 about 

how the believers met 

in homes.  Here is a 

small excerpt of what he said that night.  ñGiven the 

circumstances that we are experiencing as a country 

in respect to the influenza pandemic and in keeping 

with the request of our government not to have ser-

vices in our church building, we feel the need to 

implement meetings in the home.   

However this is not new, since 

the first Christian church met not 

only in the temple but also in 

their homes.  It is here they dem-

onstrated their Christian fellow-

ship, their worship to God, their 

steadfastness in the teaching of 

the Apostles, their service to 

God and their evangelistic focus.  

Therefore, we are excited to have the 

opportunity to meet in our homes this Sunday and 

we understand that God is allowing, for our good, 

this situation we are experiencing in our country.ò 

Wow!!! In response, Sherry and I can 

only echo Paulôs words when he said, ñNow to him 

who is able to do immeasurably more than all we 

ask or imagine, according to his power that is at 

work within us, to him be glory in the church and in 

Christ Jesus throughout all generations, forever and 

ever! Amen.ò (Ephesians 3:20-21 NIV)

Greetings from Mexico everyone!!  Several of you, 

our prayer supporters, friends and family, have 

contacted us in recent days to check on us in the 

midst of the ñSwine Fluò outbreak and earthquake.  

I want to reassure all of you that Sherry and I are 

doing fine.  As you can see from our photo, we have 

even tried to take some ñserious precautions :-)ò  

Although we have thoroughly explained to our new 

puppy, Hudson, the 

importance of wear-

ing his mask, he 

obviously hasnôt 

grasped the weighti-

ness of this situation.  

He preferred to chew 

on it instead of wear 

it.  Puppies these 

days, what are you 

going to do with 

them? 

 In all seri-

ousness, though, the ñSwine Fluò has greatly af-

fected most of Mexico.  The general sentiment 

among the people here is one of greaté FEAR.  

The Mexican health minister reported earlier this 

week that the swine flu outbreak in Mexico was 

suspected in 152 

deaths and more than 

1,600 illnesses.   

However, the actual 

numbers, as of May 

1st, are 397 confirmed 

cases of Swine Flu 

with only 16 of those 

resulting in death.  

Although the virus 

has yet to reach any-

thing close to the 

level of an epidemic or pandemic here or in other 

parts of the world, many of the people of Mexico 

have adjusted their daily 

lives in response to the 

Mediaôs reports.  Nation-

wide, places of public 

gatherings 

have been 

closed by 

order of the 

government.  

Schools, 

universities, 

churches 

(Catholic 

and Protes-

tant), stadi-

ums and 

movie 

theaters are 

completely 

empty.  

Since the 

city of 

Puebla is only an hour and a 

half from Mexico City, we 

have certainly seen many of 

these precautions implemented.  Citizens here, 

young and old alike, can be seen wearing masks in 

the streets, on public transportation, and in the gro-

cery stores.  

Yet many people here are blind to the fact 

that the greatest epidemic mankind has ever known, 

sin, continues to ravage the country and people of 

Mexico.  More lives, families and souls are lost here 

on a daily basis to the enemyôs vices than to any 

one virus.  Please pray for the people of Mexico so 

that in the midst of their fears they may see that 

their greatest need is salvation that only comes 

through our Lord and Savior Jesus Christ.
