dom as we listened to them 

sing Godôs praises and 

preach Godôs Word.

Woods and I had the 

opportunity to go to 

another blessed 

event, the organiza-

tion of a new Baptist 

church by the name 

of First Baptist Church of Tetla. This church was a 

daughter church of Eben-ezer, a church located right 

here in the city of Puebla.  

The process of organization 

culminated in an amazing 

covenant taken by the 30 or 

so new church members, 

essentially committing them-

selves to being the Body of 

Christ and holding forth the 

light of Christ to a lost and dying world. 

 Finally, Aaron and I were also blessed to 

be able to 

attend our 

first Regional Baptist Convention which consisted 

of the States of Puebla and Tlaxcala.  It was a won-

derful time to learn about the work as well as the 

churches in our area of the country, as we wor-

shiped and fellowshipped with pastors, evangelists, 

and missionaries throughout the two states.  Not 

only were we blessed by the 

time that we spent with our 

Brothers and Sisters in 

Christ but we also learned a 

great deal about how the 

Baptist Regional Conven-

tion operates here in Mex-

ico. 

Needless to say, this month has certainly 

filled us with a sense of gratitude towards our Lord 

and Savior Jesus Christ who has so richly blessed us 

not only by allowing us to be a part of the work here 

in Mexico, but also by 

providing us with 

national Brothers and 

Sisters who have dis-

played such a great 

desire to work along-

side of us in the King-

dom of God.

 On a different note, in recent days, Sherry 

and I were able to experience a Oaxacan (Wa-ha-

can) celebration in the city of Puebla.  Oaxaca is a 

far southern state 

in the country of 

Mexico and it 

has one of the 

largest popula-

tions of indige-

nous peoples.  

As you can 

see from the 

pictures, the people are known for their very color-

ful and native dress.  Many of the women in these 

pictures were in route to one of Pueblaôs largest and 

oldest cathedrals, The Cathedral of Immaculate 

Conception dating back 

to the year 1575.  On 

this day, they gather for 

Mass and a special ser-

vice recogniz- ing their 

cultural heri- tage as well 

as their reli- gious affilia-

tion to the Catholic 

Church. 

In a recent statistic, it was indicated that 

at least 10.1 % of the people of Puebla are indige-

nous.  In reality, the numbers are probably much 

higher since people from indigenous backgrounds 

tend to not identify themselves with their indige-

nous people groups choosing rather to blend into 

the Mestizo/Spanish speaking majority.  

In essence, 

this means that Sherry 

and I will 

be working 

in one way 

or another 

to identify 

these people 

groups and 

their com-

munities 

here in the 

city of Pue-

bla, as well 

as devising a plan to reach 

them with the gospel message.  Please pray that the 

indigenous population of Puebla may come to know 

our Lord and Savior Jesus Christ.  

Sherry and I neither one can express to 

each one of you how much we appreciate your love, 

prayers and support...from the bottom of our hearts 

thank you.  May God bless you and your families.
