A letter from the frontlines: 

 

Friends and family,  

 

It has been about nine months now since 

we were dropped behind enemy lines.  

We have taken up position in a City called 

Puebla.  The fighting is fierce here and 

there is very little doubt that we are in 

enemy territory.  We are told that this is a 

very strategic city in the war against our 

persistent and tenacious arch enemy.  Or-

ders have come down from the very top 

saying  “I am sending you to them to open 

their eyes and turn them from darkness to 

light, and from the power of Satan to God, so 

that they may receive forgiveness of sins and 

a place among those who are sanctified by 

faith in me.” (Acts 17b-18) Therefore, we 

remain steadfast in our objective to take 

this 

city 

for our 

King. 

 It is a great relief and comfort to 

be able to write home to you our family 

and friends.  There are times in the dark 

of night when I can see your faces, hear 

your voices, and even sense your prayers.  

Although a great distance divides us in 

this great war, remember that we are al-

ways with you in our prayers and peti-

tions for you. 

 Although we are safe and un-

harmed, the battle ground here is very 

dark and at times even oppressive.  There 

are certain days when we do not even feel 

like coming out of our foxholes. Since we 

have been here, we have taken fire from 

the enemy as he has attacked our health, 

our families, and our fellow soldiers.  

Nevertheless, we are continually encour-

aged and rallied back into this great battle 

at the very remembrance of our very own 

liberation.  “For he has rescued us from the 

dominion of darkness and brought us into 

the kingdom of the Son he loves, in whom we 

have redemption, the forgiveness of 

sins.”  (Col 1:13) 
It is very evident to us why we have been 

called upon to serve here.  This area of the 

campaign has been tightly held within the 

grasp of our enemy for the more than 400 

years.  At this time, it is estimated that 

Ninety-six percent of all the city is con-

trolled by 

our en-

emy.  The 

captivity 

and op-

pression 

of this 

people 

has certainly left its mark on the men, 

women and children living here.  There 

are many wounded all around us and 

many are suffering greatly from the ef-

fects of this war.  Many families here are 

lost in total darkness and torn apart by 

alcohol, drugs, sexual immorality and idol 

worship.  The faces of many men, women 

and children reflect the absence of hope 

and defeat as they cling to the emptiness 

of their religious traditions.    

 The weapons of our enemy are 

unrelenting and unmerciful as the bom-

bardment continues day and night against 

the people of this city.  In the midst of 

this, we are constantly reminded that, “our 

struggle is not against flesh and blood, but 

against the rulers, against the authorities, 

against the powers of this dark world and 

against the spiritual forces of evil in the 

heavenly realms.” (Eph 6:12) 
 Nevertheless as we push forward, 

we are encouraged by the immortal words 

of our King which ring loud and clear in 

our hearts and ears, "The Spirit of the Lord 

is on me, because he has anointed me to 

preach good news to the poor.  He has sent 

me to proclaim freedom for the prisoners and 

recovery of sight for the blind, to release the 

oppressed, to proclaim the year of the Lord's 

favor." (Luke 4:18-19) 
 As a result, in recent days our unit 

has begun to take up offensive positions 

against the enemy in 

several areas of the city.  

We are prayer walking, 

fasting, and proclaiming 

the Word of Life in 

preparation for our of-

fensive.  We know that a 

great battle is on the ho-

rizon and we are looking to our King for 

the reinforcements he has provided us in 

you, our faithful prayer supporters. 

Please, continue to hold the lines 

there. We and those who serve along side 

of us are greatly encouraged by the sup-

port we receive from the home front.  

Your sacrifice and prayers are what bring 

us through the long nights and the fierce 

battles.  “Finally, brothers, pray for us that 

the message of the Lord 

may spread rapidly and 

be honored, just as it was 

with you. And pray that 

we may be delivered 

from wicked and evil 

men, for not everyone 

has faith. But the Lord is 

faithful, and he will 

strengthen and protect 

you from the evil 

one.” (2 Thes 3:1-3) 
Friends and family although this 

has been written as an analogy to our 

work here in Puebla, the spiritual battles 

represented here are very real.  We face 

genuine opposition as we take the light of 

our Savior into dark and unbelieving terri-

tory.  Please know that we daily and sin-

cerely depend upon your prayers and sup-

port to do what we do.
